Reason For The Excursion: As part of the History Curriculum students explore and appreciate the history of a 

significant site in the local community. 
 

Activities To Be Conducted: Students find clues at 26 alphabet stations located inside and outside Cockman House to 

learn what life was like in the past for a pioneer family.  Collecting the code numbers allows teams to crack a heritage 

code.  The session closes with a guided drawing task to examine the structure of Cockman House and appreciate its 

significance as a heritage building.
