Year 6 Camp – 2015
As you are aware, students returning to Edgewater next year as  Year 6’s will be participating in a 4 day, Year 6 Camp at Nanga Brook from 10-13 March.
The Nanga Bush Camp is situated on the banks of the Murray River on 10 hectares of forest.  Students will be accommodated in ‘Currawong Lodge’ a large bunkhouse style building that consists of sleeping areas, a kitchen, ablution facilities, communal dining area and a large recreation hall.

Activities planned for the camp include team building, bushcraft, flat water rafting, flying fox, raft building and games.  The students are divided into two groups so as to maximize participation.  Each group is under the direction of a qualified instructor and teacher.
